appropriated for those programmes by the Appropriation (2011) Act 2010, 
shall be appropriated to meet the supplementary expenditure of Mauritius 
for the financial year 2011.

		  (2)	 The expenditure of the total sum under subsection (1) shall 
be appropriated by programmes, in conformity with the Schedule to this 
Act and the Estimates of Supplementary Expenditure (2011) of 2012 laid 
before the Assembly.
